White Hill Homework Guidelines for Math
Take Pride in your work!!
Preparation for class:

1) Use lined binder paper (8 ½ x 11) or grid paper - work in pencil only (no pen) – write legibly.

2) Head each homework assignment with name, subject-period, and date in upper right corner of paper and write page number/problem numbers or worksheet name on top blue line.

3) Work problems down the page, not across the page, to leave room for calculations and corrections to the right of the problem.  Skip a line between problems.

4) Write the problem number and copy each problem onto binder paper.  You do not have to copy word / story problems onto binder paper.

5) Show your work – all the steps that go between the original problem and the answer. Show calculations neatly to the right of your work steps.  Do not use the left margin or scratch paper for calculations.

Note:  If you are out of room at the end of your paper, please continue on the back or onto another piece of paper.  Do not try to squeeze work together at the bottom of the paper.

6) Box or circle final answers.  Answer all word/story problems with a thoughtful and complete sentence.  Label all answers appropriately, if necessary (i.e. $, inches, feet).  Use standard notation and language.  Do not invent your own.



Corrections and Revisions:

1) Use red pen to check, correct, and revise homework.

2) Any problems missed should be corrected / reworked to the right of the original problems and calculations in pen.

3) Checking, correcting, and revising should begin in class, and if necessary, be finished at home as homework.
