This week has been wet.  Wet heads, wet clothes, wet fields, wet playgrounds, and some wet classrooms.  We’ve survived with no major problems but it is a fine sight to see some sunshine – here’s hoping it sticks around until the buses pick up in 25 minutes!

Things you should know:

Locker Room Theft – As some of you know, we have had a good share of items taken from backpacks and clothing while in the changing rooms at White Hill this year.  This disturbing trend has ebbed and flowed from month to month and it has not entirely gone away despite our best efforts.  It’s embarrassing to have to address this issue as we would like to think that all of our kids would be able keep their hands off other people’s property but we have regularly had to investigate the theft of a cell phone here or an iPod there.  Please know that the staff at White Hill takes these type of issues very seriously and if we do identify any children involved in a theft at our school we immediately apply significant disciplinary measures as well as contact the Fairfax Police Department and ask that they site the child/ren for theft.  What can you do about it?  First, we encourage you to have your kids keep their valuable items at home.  If your kids do need or want to bring a phone or iPod to school, have them lock the item in their locker (7/8th graders) or leave it in their backpack in their classroom (6th graders.)  In addition, each changing room has lockers that kids can use to secure their items while at PE.  The lockers do not come with locks so kids need to bring a lock with them when they go to PE.  You will have to purchase a lock at a local retailer as we do not have them for sale at school.  We really don’t see the securing of one’s items as the finest solution to this problem and we want to teach higher character and integrity but while we work to improve in those areas it would be a good idea to have your child keep his/her items at home or locked while at school.  Thank you for your attention to this information.
