Star Testing Begins Next Week - It is that time again where our students will participate in the state accountability measure we call the Star Test.  Beginning Tuesday April 27th and concluding on Thursday May 6th we will be running a modified schedule of classes.  6th and 7th grade students will participate in 4 periods of testing over the course of those two weeks, and 8th graders will participate in 6 periods of testing during that time.  Students will be assessed beginning at 9:00 on those days and will spend, on average, about 90 minutes testing in each of the testing periods on the days of testing.  During the 2 weeks of testing, students will attend all of their regular classes for the most part, but on a modified schedule.  Tests will not be administered on Mondays or Fridays during the 2 weeks of testing.

During the two weeks of Star testing we would like to request your help in ensuring that your student(s) are extra diligent with respect to getting to school on time and avoiding any non-necessary absences.  It also goes without saying that getting a good night sleep and eating a nourishing breakfast are beneficial for growing bodies.  It is our intention to make the weeks of testing as stress-free as possible for your child.  Being on time and feeling well will help us meet this goal.

We recognize that the Star test is only one of many ways of assessing student achievement and success.  Yet it does provide an opportunity for students to demonstrate that they have learned concepts that California has determined are significant for their grade level.  So, with that in mind, we are confident that our students will take the test seriously, try their best, and ultimately do well.
