	CURRICULUM

Topics learnt include a Review of Pre-Algebra, such as fractions, decimals, integer operations; Linear Equations; Linear Inequalities; Linear Functions.

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Independent Practice (Homework) will be assigned after each lesson and is due at the beginning of the next lesson. It will be checked for completeness and students must follow the White Hill Homework Guidelines for Math.  Students must correct and revise all work.  All Independent Practice will be collected as a packet at the beginning of the following week.  More detailed information will follow.
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· Grades will be determined via points earned from in-class and homework assignments (approximately 20%), as well as by regular assessments (approximately 80%).  Assessments could be Quizzes, Chapter Tests, Projects, or Cumulative Benchmarks Tests.  
· Late work will receive partial credit.
