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El propdsito de este documento es proporcionar pautas a las instituciones educativas del
Condado de Marin, incluidas las escuelas publicas, privadas, independientes y parroquiales TK-12,
para facilitar y regresar a la instruccion en el aula basada en el sitio para el afio escolar Otofo
2020-2021. La naturaleza evolutiva de la pandemia de COVID-19 requiere la necesidad de
repensar protocolos y prdcticas comunes en el aula con el entendimiento de que estas pautas
podrian cambiar a medida que la situacion evoluciona.

1. Todas las actividades son consistentes y se ajustardn a los cambios en las érdenes de
salud publica estatales y locales aplicables.

2 Existen prdcticas y protocolos de salud y seguridad, que incluyen el lavado de manos, los
revestimientos faciales adecuados y el acceso a equipos de proteccion esenciales.

3. Se brinda capacitacion a todo el personal y los estudiantes, lo que refuerza la importancia
de las prdcticas y protocolos de salud y seguridad.

4. Se establecerd e identificard un Unico punto de contacto en cada escuela para dirigir
preguntas o inquietudes sobre prdcticas, protocolos o exposicion potencial. Esta persona
también servird como enlace con la salud publica.

5. Se implementan planes para la limpieza y desinfeccion intensiva, incluida la capacitacion
del personal y el acceso a suministros de limpieza y equipos de proteccion esenciales, y la
desinfeccion periddica de las superficies que se tocan con frecuencioa.

6. Los exdmenes de salud para los estudiantes y el personal se realizan diariamente para
detectar sintomas e historial de exposicion (enlaces: Evaluacién de salud diaria para
estudiantes y Evaluacion de salud diaria para el personal e instrucciones del sistema de
verificacion del cédigo QR ).

7. Se espera que el personal y los estudiantes enfermos se queden en casa.

8. Las escuelas y los distritos cooperardn con la Salud Publica para respaldar las estrategias
de prueba para mitigar la transmisién de COVID-19, incluidas las pruebas para el personal
al comienzo del ano escolar, y luego no menos de una vez cada dos meses. Esto puede
incluir pruebas de estudiantes con permisos parentales apropiados obtenidos de
antemano.
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relacionados con COVID-19 (enlace: Protocolos de Salud Pablica del Condado de Marin y

Plantillas de Comunicacién para cada escenario ):

1. Un estudiante o miembro del personal exhibe sintomas de COVID-19, responde si a
una pregunta de evaluacién de salud o tiene una temperatura de 100.4 o superior.

2 Un miembro de la familia o alguien en contacto cercano con un estudiante o
miembro del personal dan positivo por COVID-19.

3. Un estudiante o miembro del personal da positivo por COVID-19.

4. A student or staff member tests negative for COVID-19 after any of the reasons
scenarios a, b or c.

10. Where practicable, physical distancing of six feet is maintained between adults and
students; four to six feet distance is permissible between students within a classroom or
instructional area where requirements herein are in practice.

1I. For elementary schools, stable classroom cohorts (up to standard class size at each
respective grade level) are maintained throughout each school day, and through each
quarter or semester, with an assigned primary cohort teacher, and systems are in place to
prevent the mixing of classroom cohorts.

12 For middle and high schools, larger cohorts made up of students from more than one
classroom may be arranged as long as accurate attendance data for students and adults
is maintained on a daily basis while avoiding schoolwide mixing of students and staff.

13. Where practicable, desks are arranged facing forward to minimize face to face proximity
between students.

14. School staff are permitted to visit and instruct more than one classroom cohort, strictly
following physical distancing and face covering protocols, and must document/record
visits to classrooms that are not identified as their primary classroom cohort.

15. Routes for entry and exit to the campus will be designated for each classroom cohort, using
as many entrances/exits as feasible.

16. Schedules for arrivals, recess and lunch will be strategically coordinated to prevent mixing
of classroom cohorts.

17. Congregate movement through hallways will be minimized as much as practicable.

18. Large gatherings (i.e, school assemblies) are currently prohibited.

19. The use of outdoor space for instructional purposes is maximized, shared, and coordinated
to ensure students remain in their cohort.

20. Use of shared playground equipment will be limited in favor of physical activities that
require less contact with surfaces, and shared equipment will be cleaned between uses.

21. Use of non-classroom space for instruction such as gymnasiums and multi-use rooms
should be considered to support physical distancing with cleaning between uses.

22. Meals will be served in classrooms or outside instead of cafeterias or dining rooms with
individually plated or bagged meals as much as practicable.

23. Routines and schedules will be developed to enable students and staff to regularly wash
their hands at staggered intervals.

24. All staff as well as all students TK-12th grade are required to wear face coverings while in the
classroom and on campus, unless there is a medical or behavioral contraindication.

25. Training will be provided for staff and students on proper use of face coverings which will
include instruction to minimize touching of face coverings.

26. Sharing of supplies, manipulatives, toys, sports equipment, and other learning and
recreational materials will be limited and each student will have separate individually
labeled boxes or cubbies.

27. Sharing of electronic devices, clothing, books and other games or learning aides will be
avoided as much as practicable.

28. Use of privacy boards or clear screens will be considered as much as practicable.

29. Non-essential visitors, including parent volunteers will be limited and essential workers will
be required to adhere to all health and safety guidelines.

30. A school Site-Specific Protection Plan outlining the above measures is completed, posted
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and shared with all stakeholders and updated as state and local Public Health guidance
dictates.
