2014-15 Unaudited Actuals Narrative 
 
 
Attached please find the Unaudited Actuals for 2014-15 for your review and approval.  The page 
following this narrative summarizes the comparison between the Adopted Budget and the Unaudited 
Actuals.  Below is a review of the differences, rationale or explanation by each major revenue and 
expense category.  This is looking at the budget at two separate, single points in time – the start and the 
finish.   
 
REVENUES: 

 
 Local Control Funding Formula (LCFF) Revenues – Average Daily Attendance, or ADA, was 
estimated to be 2,253 at the time the budget was adopted.  The final funded ADA was 2,229 or 24 
ADA less than the Adopted Budget.  Because State revenues were robust, the Governor increased the 
per ADA funding rate which offset the full impact ADA loss for a net decrease in revenues of $89K. 

 
Federal Revenues reflect an increase of $120K since Adoption.  This is due to under-recognized 
revenues/receivables from 2013-14 of $58K and positive adjustments of current year revenues of 
$62K. 

 
State Revenues – There are two primary reasons for the $162K increase in unrestricted State 
Revenues:  1) $134K was related to one-time Mandate Reimbursement and $16K in revenues 
unrecognized in 2013-14 for Unrestricted Lottery.  The increase in restricted State revenue is due to 
the new Governmental Accounting Standards Board, or GASB 68 requirement for Districts to 
recognize the State’s retirement contribution on behalf of all STRS employees.  The State’s 
contribution is ‘allocated’ based on a relative percentage of actual STRS payments made by Districts, 
which amounted to $553K for RVSD.  The District neither receives nor pays this amount.  It is a 
memorandum entry only that debits the expense (3101 STRS Expense) and credits and equal amount 
in revenue (8590 Other State Revenue).  This entry will be on-going and reflected in the First Interim 
report for 2015-16. 

 
Local Revenues – Parcel Tax revenues were overestimated by $98K.  This was offset by the increase 
of other local revenues such as donations from Parent Clubs. 

 
EXPENDITURES: 

 
Certificated Salaries – Of the $118K increase, $70K was related to the one-time restricted Common 
Core State Standards Implementation Funds (CCSSIF).  This provided extra duty and substitutes for 
teachers to participate in staff development.  The remaining difference is related to variances between 
what vacant positions are budgeted for and what the employee is hired in at. 
 
Classified Salaries – As you know, certain Classified positions are sometimes difficult to fill.  For 
example, the Business Office had two vacancies for most of the year.  The $100K remaining unspent 
is related to unfilled vacancies over the course of the year.   
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Benefits – As was shared at the First Interim, the financial system over-estimates benefits during 
budget development.  The budget was adjusted downward accordingly for the remainder of the year.  
However, as described above under State Revenues, the GASB 68 requirement to recognize the STRS 
on-behalf contribution by the State increased the District STRS expense by $553K. 
 
Books/Supplies – The general rule is to spend restricted resources first over unrestricted.  In 2014-15, 
$214K in restricted CCSSIF resources were utilized to make purchases of leveled readers and other 
materials rather than unrestricted funds.  This methodology builds one-time, unrestricted resources 
and affords the District flexibility in spending when necessary.  CCSSIF purchases of over $213K 
accounted for much of the $248K increase in restricted spending. 
 
Services – This area encompasses many areas of expenditures that may not be planned for or difficult 
to exact.  Utilities, legal expenses, Special Education Non-Public School/Agency placements, repairs, 
etc.  The two largest impacts are legal fees ($103K) and the tech infrastructure project started in 
2013-14 and completed in early 2014-15.  So as not to double count the tech infrastructure budget in 
both fiscal years, the unexpended project balance of $596K was added to the 2014-15 budget after 
adoption. Both of these items reside in the Professional Agreements/Services line.  Below is a 
summary of the variances.

In summary, the General Fund has increased the unrestricted fund balance from $3.1 million 
(13.78%) to $3.4 million or 14.33% of total expenditures.  The mandatory 3% State required reserve 
for economic uncertainties and the Board required additional 7% reserve, totaling 10% combined, has 
been met and exceeded.   
 
Other Funds: 

 
 Cafeteria Fund 13 – A General Fund contribution of $14,808 was made to keep the fund 

revenue neutral and maintain a fund balance of $23,987. 
 Deferred Maintenance Fund 14 – The fund has a net increase of $127,979 and an ending 

fund balance of $546,739.   
 Bond Fund 21 – The fund balance had a net decrease of $3,195,302.  The White Hill Middle 

School and Brookside Elementary projects were completed in 2014-15 and the Wade Thomas 
project was completed in August 2015.  The fund has ending balance of $5,271,380. 

 Capital Facilities Fund 25 – Developer Fees of $76,430 were collected and had 
expenditures of $53,388 leaving a net ending fund balance of $144,653 in 2014-15. 
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 County Schools Facilities Fund 35 – The State did release funds for the Manor project of 
$291,000.  Expenditures from the project completed in 2011-12 were credited from the Bond 
Fund 21 and moved to Fund 35.  The fund has a zero ending fund balance. 

 Special Reserve for Capital Outlay Projects Fund 40 – Earlier this year, the Board 
approved a transfer of $25,000 to cover expenses to explore options related to the surplus 
Deer Park property.  In addition, $88,476 of the Prop 39 Clean Energy Jobs Act received 
were transferred to this fund as it is an appropriate place for them to reside.  They are 
designated by a legally restricted resource code of 6230 and kept separate from the Deer Park 
funds.   

 
The cash deferrals of over $1,132,900 were eliminated in 2014-15 leaving the General Fund with a 
healthier cash balance of over $3.2 million.  This cash balance represents over 93% of the fund balance, 
which is a huge improvement over prior years.  Without the deferrals being repaid, the cash balance 
would have been approximately 60% of the fund balance.
